
According to Article VIII, Sec-

tion 3, Nomination by Associa-

tion Members,  the following 

procedures can be used to 

nominate any member in good 

standing for a POA board posi-

tion.  

 Nominations for the Board 

may be made by petition 

signed by ten members in good 

standing and filed with the Sec-

retary at least 60 days prior to 

the annual meeting.  Nomina-

tions for the Board may be made 

from the floor at the annual 

meeting with the prior consent of 

the nominees.  

A citizen may also submit names 

to the nominating committee.   

NOMINATIONS FOR POA 

POSITIONS  

Your POA has been 

busy reviewing the proposed 

changes to the CC&Rs.  You 

responded overwhelmingly to 

our straw vote and your opin-

ions are being seriously con-

sidered. Our plan is to make 

available copies of the pro-

posed CC&Rs in the next few 

weeks or no later than mid 

August.  The final votes will 

be taken at our October an-

nual meeting.  Remember, we 

need 50 plus percent of prop-

erty owners to vote òYESó for 

passage of the new CC&Rs. 

That means we need over 500 

yes votes.  If you cannot make 

the October meeting, then 

please give your proxy to 

someone to cast your vote. A 

non-vote is considered a NO 

vote so it is important that 

you let your voice be heard 

and return either your proxy 

or attend the meeting in per-

son to vote.  

The other major 

concern is our budget for 

2011.  With Barbaraõsõ help 

we are busy building this 

budget.  As in the past few 

years, we do not anticipate 

any increase in dues.  We 

have had a high percentage 

of the property owners pay-

ing their dues, in spite of 

the economic down turn, 

and that makes it easier for 

your POA to carry out its 

duties.  

Many of you 

(about 10) have commented 

on the dying trees in front 

of the guard shack ð we are 

aware of the situation and 

are making every effort to 

save the trees. It appears 

that they were not getting 

enough water and by 

changing the sprinkler 

system and with the city 

providing water with its 

watering tank we think we 

have it under control.  

The middle 

light pole has been 

removed along with 

the wires strung 

across the streets.  We 

think every effort, no 

matter how small, 

helps to improve the 

appearance to the 

entrance to our com-

munity.  We hope you 

agree. 

I have ap-

pointed Darvis De-

skins, Jan Cunning-

ham and myself to the 

nominating commit-

tee.  If you or anyone 

you know are inter-

ested in a POA board 

position, please con-

tact one of these peo-

ple.

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I hope each of you had a wonderful and 

safe 4th of July.  We have been busy at 
City Hall working on various projects, the 
main one being the preparation of the 
budget for the upcoming fiscal year, which 
begins on October 1st.  The council will be 
having several workshops during the 
month of August and it is hoped that by 
the end of August we will have a final 
budget prepared.  At this time we do not 
anticipate any water and/or wastewater 
increases but solid waste fees will in-
crease $0.50 per month beginning Janu-
ary 1, 2011.   
 
It appears that the vast majority of golf cart 
owners have come by City Hall and regis-
tered their carts. Over 150 registration 
tags have been issued.  If you have not 
registered your cart, please come by City 
Hall and do so, it costs you nothing.  
Please have the make, model, and serial 
number of your cart, it should take less 
than 5 minutes to register. 
 
As you may recall, we recently adopted a 
new Brush Pickup and Chipping policy.  
The vast majority of our residents are 
cooperating with the new policy.  Listed 
below please find a brief description of the 
policy.   
 
City of Meadowlakes Brush Pickup and 

Chipping Policy 
 
 

To arrange for brush pickup/chipping 
you must call the Public Works 
Department at 830-693-2951. 
We no longer provide weekly 
drive-by pickup. Crews normally 
pick up brush on Thursday and if 
you have not called by the end 
of business on Wednesday your 
limbs will not be disposed of until 
the following Thursday.   

 
Limbs one (1) inch in diameter or less 

should be disposed via your 

solid waste pickup on Wednes-
day; Public Works crews will not 
pick them up and/or chip them. 
The limbs should be tied in bun-
dles no longer than 4 feet in 
length and 45 pounds in weight 
and set out for pickup with your 
solid waste on Wednesday of 
each week. Items to small for 
bundling should be bagged or 
disposed in your garbage can.  
Intermingling of small and large 
limbs may cause your larger 
limbs not to be disposed of.   

 
In order not to obstruct sight distance 

and hinder safety of the traveling 
public, all brush should be neatly 
organized no taller than three 
feet. To help the chipping crews 
please place all cut ends of the 
brush in the same direction.  Do 
not place your brush in the 
street or on vacant lots.  Crews 
are not allowed to go on to pri-
vate property to retrieve limbs so 
all brush must be placed at the 
curb. If your brush is intermin-
gled with prohibited items it will 
not be picked up so please 
make certain that these items 
are disposed of by other means. 

 
Items such as vines, bushes, garden 

plants, stumps, root balls, ba-
nana tree limbs, pampas grass 
and other similar items will not 
be picked up and must be dis-
posed by other means including 
bagging and placing out with 
your solid waste for pickup by 
Allied Waste Systems.  

 
Due to safety concerns , our crews 

will not pickup brush intermixed 
with fence post, wire, landscape 
timbers or other building materi-
als.  No building materials will be 
collected.   

 
Lawn care providers or anyone hired 

to trim your trees and bushes 
are responsible for disposal of 
the trimming.  The City will not 
dispose of such trimmings and/
or trimmings from lot clearing. 

 
For those who have more than inci-
dental pruningôs, the City will 
provide the first 15 minutes of 
chipping free of charge.  Should 
the crew not finish chipping 
within the allotted 15 minutes 
free time, after consultation with 
the resident and upon approval, 
the crew will continue chipping 
and the resident will be charged 
$15 for each 15 minute interval, 
with a minimum charge of $15 
for each interval (or portion of an 
interval).  The charge will occur 
on the residentsô next utility bill-
ing from the City. 

 
  
The two main changes in the Cityõs 
Brush Pickup/Chipping policy is that 
you must call the Public Works Depart-
ment at 830-693-2951 to arrange for 
pickup/chipping and any limbs one (1) 
inch in diameter or smaller must be 
bundled for pickup with your weekly 
solid waste pickup each Wednesday.

The council, Johnnie, 

and I recently had a work-

shop with our city attorney 

and Judge Don Adams.  

They explained the roles 

your council, mayor and 

city manager must embrace 

with this change in the way 

our city now conducts its 

business.   Eileen Harrison, 

the city treasurer, Linda 

Wendling, city secretary, 

and Johnnie have been 

working hard to make sure 

our code books now reflect 

this change in the govern-

ance of our city.  

The council will not meet in 

July, but will resume at the 

regular meeting time in Au-

gust.  The 2011 city budget 

must be in place by Sep-

tember 31.  Hopefully, at 

the budget workshop be-

ing held on Thursday, 

August 12, the council 

will be able to clarify the 

needs of the city for the 

next fiscal year and ap-

prove a budget at the 

regular September meet-

ing.  

Unlike last years swelter-

ing heat and dry condi-

tions, this yearõs rainfall 

has encouraged rapid 

growth of our grass, 

shrubs and trees.  Many 

trees now hang over the 

streets lower than the 12 

feet required by city ordi-

nance. Many of our resi-

dents have RVõs.  The tree 

owner may be liable for 

damage to an RV if the 

street clearance is not 

adequate for the RV to 

pass under.  The school 

busses that will again be 

using our streets next 

month also require the 12 

foot clearance.  Please ex-

amine any trees that ex-

tend into or over the 

street and trim them to 

the appropriate height.

SECURITY GATE NEWS

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If a Laysan Albatross is taken 3,000 miles away from its 

nest, it will come back within ten days.  If a Homing Pi-

geon is taken 1,000 miles away from its nest, it returns in 

a day and a half.  If a Mourning Dove is taken from its 

nest and released just a few miles away, it can't find its 
way back.  Poor Mourning Doves - they're just not as 

smart as their cooing cousins. 
  
Homing behavior is not restricted to birds.  Squids, lob-

sters, ants, bees, fish, bats and mice all possess an ability 
for finding their way home. 
  
Studies have shown that birds use environmental cues to 

find their way, such as following rivers, highways, coast-
lines and the shores of water bodies.  They also use the 

sun when migrating in daylight, the star patterns when 

migrating at night, and the earth's geomagnetic field. 
  
Homing Pigeons were used as messengers in a number of 

wars, notably in both World Wars and the Korean 

War.  Tens and thousands of pigeons lost their lives and 

many more were wounded, participating in wars from 

which they had nothing to gain; they became targets for 

enemy soldiers who hunted them with guns and trained 

falcons.
